Meeting Open to Public

Mrs. Shelly Mintz thanked the board member for their service. Mrs. Mintz is
concerned about the growing fear from parents and children in the community
with immigration problems and would like clear policy and reassurance that no
one will have access to student rosters or records for immigration purposes.

Mr. Eric Mintz — please continue to advance metacognition in the classrooms.
Mr. Mintz asked the board to consider making policy copies more accessible
and to please stop ICE at school property lines so student can be best served.

Mr. Benderly notified the public that anyone can request copies of policies and
pick them up at the board office. The district is working on making them
electronically accessible. The district will follow federal and state laws for
student privacy. The student’s safety and health is the #1 concern for the
district.

Shireen Rizvi on behalf of a group of people that are interested in establishing
full day kindergarten expressed their concerns that a full day kindergarten is
not on the priority list for the board. Although the Moss program is high
quality and worthwhile, parents are choosing other options for full day
kindergarten because the 2 hours and 55 minutes program is not long enough.
Does the board support an initiative for a fully day kindergarten and if so, how?

Mr. Benderly indicated that the board has commissioned the architects to
conduct a long term facility review which includes full day kindergarten. This is
a long process and the board is waiting to see what options are available.
Facilities and operating costs maybe substantial but their concerns are not
being ignored.

Another member from the full day kindergarten group asked what is the
framework to compare fully day kindergarten to other optional programs. Mr.
Small indicated that there is support of full day kindergarten from the board,
however, the board is tasked with a growing population, and 2 of 4 schools over
capacity, maintaining small classes and limited resources.

Another member from the full day kindergarten group asked what is the
timeline to report to the board the long range facilities plan? Mr. Harvier
responded that the architects are scheduled to meet with finance committee
members on March 9, 2017 and possibly reported to the full board within 1
month.
